Getting Started
W Clock and Setup Menu Overview

®  Remove the protective film covering the LCD screen by
lifting the pull tab.

®  Plug the included AC Power Adapter into the frame,
and then into a standard110-220 volt AC electrical out-
let.

. Power on the Digital Photo Frame by pressing the
power button on the remote control or the frame.

e If there are photos stored in the internal memory or on
an inserted memory card, a the Thumbnail Screen will
appear.

L Adjusting the Viewing Angle

The digital LCD panel has a viewing angle of approximately
25 degrees in either direction. You can achieve a better
viewing angle by adjusting the frame stand height.

o  Extend the frame stand to a position for greatest stabil-
ity.

o  Extend or retract the strand by pushing the tab on the
stand, and adjusting the length.

®  Release the tab to lock the frame into position.

2. Press the On/Off button (back of the frame).

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m Setting the Auto On and Off Time

Note: The Auto-On Feature is used in conjunction with
the Auto-Off Feature, and is designed to turn the frame
off for a period of time each day. The main power
switch must be turned ON for this feature to work.

When the Auto On Time is turned on, the frame will
autol ically turn on at the ified time.

1. Press the Next button to highlight “Auto on”, and
press the Play button to select.

2. Press the Previous and Next buttons to cycle
through the hours, and press the Play button to
confirm. This will highlight the minutes.
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m Cont. Setting the Auto On and Off Time

3. Press the Previous and Next buttons to cycle through the
minutes, and press the Play button to confirm. This will
highlight the seconds.

4.  Press the Previous and Next buttons to cycle through the
seconds, and press the Play button to confirm.

5. Press the Previous and Next buttons to toggle between
having the Auto On feature ON or OFF, and press the
Play button to confirm.

6. Press the Next button to select “Auto off.”

When the Auto Off Time is turned on, the frame will automati-
cally turn Off at the specified time.

1. Press the Next button to highlight “Auto off’, and press the
Play button to select.

2. Press the Previous and Next buttons to cycle through the
hours, and press the Play button to confirm. This will
highlight the minutes.

3. Press the Previous and Next buttons to cycle through the
minutes, and press the Play button to confirm. This will
highlight the seconds.

4.  Press the Previous and Next buttons to cycle through the
seconds, and press the Play button to confirm.

5. Press the Previous and Next buttons to toggle between
having the Auto On feature ON or OFF, and press the
Play button to confirm.

1) Date: Takes you to menu to set the date

2) Time: Takes you to menu to set the time

3) On/Off: Turns the frame on or off.

4) Thumb: Toggles the thumbnail screen.

5) Rotate: Rotates your pictures

6) Slide Show: Toggles the slideshow on or off.

7) Split Show: Takes you to 4 pictures in one screen slideshow
8) Up: Moves the selection up.

9) Left: Moves the selection to the left.

10) Right: Moves the selection to the right.

11) Down: Moves the selection down.

12) Enter: Press to confirm selection, or start/stop music or slide-
shows. This button also allows you to cycle through slideshow play
modes.

13) MP3: Takes your to your MP3 files on the internal or external
memory

14) Brightness: Controls the brightness of the screen
15) Delete: Deletes the current selection.

16) Copy: Copies photo / video / music files from external memory
to internal memory

17) Exit: Returns to the previous screen.
18) Vol - Button: Lowers volume.

19) Vol + Button: Raises volume.
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Loading Photos (PC)

1. Connect the frame to your computer via USB cable
with frame turned off.

2. Turn the Digital Photo Frame on.

3. From your desktop click “START", followed by “MY
COMPUTER”. The Digital Photo Frame’s memory
will appear as a removable drive.

4. Drag and drop, or copy and paste your photos into
the frame’s internal memory.

5. Once you have loaded your desired photos, discon
nect the frame from your PC, and turn the frame
off, and on again.

You can also search for photos by clicking the “START"
button on the bottom left hand corner of your screen,
followed by the “Search” option to the right.

Loading Photos (Mac)

Connect the frame to your Mac via USB cable with
frame turned off.

Turn the Digital Photo Frame on.

The Digital Photo Frame will appear as a mounted
removable drive on the desktop. This may take a
minute to update the current file structure.

Drag and drop, or copy and paste your photos into
the frame’s internal memory.

Once you have loaded your desired photos, discon
nect the frame from your Mac, and turn the frame
off, and on again.

You can also search for photos via iPhoto, and drag the

desired images directly into the frame.
